	Key Words: Sudan, Water, Shortage, Solution.

	Lesson Objectives:

· Understand that some areas of the world have problems with water shortage.

· Describe an area using a map from memory and a photograph.

· Come up with solutions to the water problems in Sudan, Africa.



	Key Skills/Curricular Links (Literacy/Numeracy/ICT):

	Starter:
· Display the photo of women collecting women and question the students on what it is showing? Where in the world do they think this is? How does it make them feel?

	Time
5 mins

	Main Activities:
1. Talk the students through the lesson objectives and move onto where Sudan is located? More questioning on what students think the climate, lifestyle etc may be.

2. MAP FROM MEMORY – display a location map of Sudan containing text, area and location. Give the students 1 minute to sit and look at the map and then 3 minutes (in pairs) to draw it from memory. 
3. Show an example of a good map! Discuss what is good about it.

4. DESCRIBING A PHOTO – hand out the sheets to the students and pupils are to fill out the empty speech bubbles. 

5. Follow up with a quick class discussion of good observations.

6. Talk the class through the decision making task. Use the whiteboard to display the sheet and do an example together. Explain to the class that there is no wrong answer!

7. DECISION MAKING TASK – students to identify problems in Sudan from the table provided and then come up with Solutions.

8. Get 1 or two students to present their solution ideas.
