Teaching notes -  The PowerPoint should be easy to follow in any event

This lesson is an ongoing idea that will encourage the students to identify their families use of water and how they could work towards saving water.

You may wish to start this idea by looking at water wars and why water is so precious.  It may also be prudent to discuss what the term ‘water poor’ means.

Resources for lesson

· One Gallon of water in an appropriate container

· Access to at least 1 computer between 3 students, a ratio of 1 to 2 is better if possible

Students will need to save the spreadsheet into their file area or onto a portable memory store, so they can update this automatically.  If not a printed sheet a pencil and some simple maths are required.

You may wish to alter the spreadsheet if some of the ideas for water use are inappropriate to your students.

I hope its accessible and you have some fun collecting the results and producing the graphs.

You may wish to produce graphs to show who has used the most water in their family.  Then review them in a couple of months and see who has managed to save the most.  There are many options and I leave them up to you to explore.
