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SCHOOL UNIFORM

GENERAL PRINCIPLES

Our aims:
Be affordable for families;
Foster a smart sense of identity and belonging;
Allow some elements of individuality, be comfortable and can be worn with pride.

Only the school blazer and the PE polo top include a logo to keep costs low. We also
allow shoes, PE shorts / bottoms / leggings that can serve a double purpose by being
used in clubs outside school or in other leisure activities. There are tight restrictions on
the size of any branding, however. This is to ensure that by being less prescriptive, we're
not actually making it harder for students from disadvantaged families to participate due
to extra pressure to be seen in expensive branded clothing. For families that do need
support we have a pre-loved uniform shop on site.

Allowing students opportunity to express their individuality is also part of our culture. You
will see that our rules on jewellery and hair styles are liberal and in keeping with changes
seen in society and in workplaces. There are still tighter rules on these items in PE, Food
and DT for health and safety reasons. There are also specific rules excluding certain items
from being used as school uniform (e.g. leggings or are not permitted as a substitute for a
pleated skirt or school trousers) to make sure we look smart.

Reflecting modern trends means that every moment we used to spend on nose piercings
(for example) can be used on giving someone some much needed pastoral care or extra
support with their academic work. We know we are already much more flexible than many
high schools so we ask, in turn, that we get strong family support on the rules and policies
we have in place. Thank you for your support.

Only the polo shirt needs to have the school logo. Other
items are allowed as long as they are all black AND any
elements of branding (e.g. a sports brand logo) must fit

within a single 30cm2 area. This includes any branding
that is black / woven into the fabric.

ltems marked with a * are either/or. i.e. a student can
wear shorts OR tracksuit bottoms. It is not necessary to
have more than one of the items with a *.

HOODIES are not compulsory, but a hoodie with the
school badge is allowed. No other hoodies or tops are
allowed (but students may wear a plain black base layer
under their polo shirt instead of wearing a DSHS hoodie).

JEWELLERY

.| WHAT JEWELLERY ARE
B STUDENTS ALLOWED TO WEAR?

There are restrictions on jewellery. Students ARE allowed:

no more than three earrings per ear.

one nose piercing that is a stud (see page 16 and 17 for
more info).

their own choice of rings, bracelets and necklaces up to
a maximum of five items.

All of the above jewellery absolutely has to be removed for
PE (and Food and DT where necessary) with no discussion
or negotiation.

Any student with a ‘fresh’ piercing stating that “it cannot

be taken out for x weeks” is not Ready (see our values of
Ready, Kind and Respectful) for these subjects and, as such,
will face a consequence and request for parental support.
Students and parents need to ensure that new piercings are
timed at the start of holidays. Failure to remove piercings
for practical lessons, including PE, will result in a sanction.

No other piercings (such as septum, eyebrow, tongue or lip
piercings. Ear stretchers and tattoos are not allowed.

Long hair must also be tied back in PE, Food and DT as
appropriate. Also, please note that all jewellery is the
responsibility of students; we will not dedicate resources to
assisting with finding lost items, no matter how valuable they
may be.



DRESS CODE

OUTDOOR CLOTHING

Anything made from sweatshirt material (regardless of whether or not it has a zip)
and tracksuit style tops may not be used as a substitute for a coat and may be
confiscated if used in school (including between school buildings).

Hats should not be worn in school buildings. Scarves (if worn) must be plain and
either black or navy blue. Football or fashion scarves are NOT allowed.

Any headwear that is worn for religious observance must either be plain black or the
same blue as the school shirt and not cover the face.

HAIRSTYLES

Students ARE permitted to dye their hair.
Styles where lines or shapes or symbols are cut into the hair are NOT acceptable.

Hair may not cover students’ faces.

MAKE UP

Discreet make up is permitted.

Light foundation and a small amount of mascara are allowed. Make up should not
exaggerate features e.g. eyebrows and excessive/obvious contouring.

Nail varnish on natural nails, of any colour, IS allowed. However, nail extensions, false
nails and false eyelashes are NOT allowed.

Only modest use of fake tanning products is acceptable.
